 they asked elementary school boys 

and girls what would happen if they 

changed sex…

boys imagined disaster

girls imagined advantages

 adults made similar judgments 



Martin (1995) suggests that girls are 
allowed more leeway in behaving like boys 
than boys are allowed in behaving like girls.

Other researchers have also shown that 
sissies are evaluated negatively by parents, 
children and other adults (Zucker et al, 
1995; Sandnabba & Ahlberg, 1999)



When a girl models a man’s behavior she 
is modeling “good, superior”traits 
(POWER)

When a male models a woman’s behavior 
he is modeling “bad, inferior”traits 
(WEAKNESS)

started as a general term in the 1980ôs to cover a wide variety 

of people who had a gender identity that was incongruent 

with their biological sex

someone who wears the clothing of the opposite gender 

for reasons of sexual arousal. It is often used to simply 

mean anyone who dresses as the opposite gender 



is more strictly limited to people whose gender identity 

doesn't match with the gender assigned to them at birth and 

have the desire to go through sex-reassignment surgery
